Welcome to the wonderful world of Harman-Kardon
sound.

The new HK-40 Serics B has been developed to take
maximum advantage of either transistor or tube ampli-
fiers and will deliver absolute realism in music and voice
reproduction.

The Harman-Kardon credo is quite basic: faithful-
ness in music reproduction is not merely a compilation
of impressive specifications. The final judgment comes
from listener appreciation and the ability to enjoy many
hours of music without strain and fatigue.

The strict application of this principle has resulted
in the design of a unique speaker system that is im-
pressive in its unobstrusiveness. It is neither brillant nor
deep-throated. In fact, it offers no chracteristic sound
of its own. The HK-40 offers superlative instrument def-
inition, realistically reproducing the shimmer of violins,
the snarl of the brasses, and the impact of the timpani
with amazing lifelike clarity,

These performance capabilitics arc the result of
Harman-Kardon’s uncompromising approach to sound
reproduction; a design philosophy which has also re-
ceived wide acclaim in our component music systems.

This sheet explains the placement and installation
of the HK-40 speaker system. Pleasc read it thoroughly
before connecting your new Harman-Kardon speakers.
Taking a few moments now may save time and future
problems.

UNPACKING

After unpacking your HK-40 speaker system, inspect
it carcfully for signs of transit damage. This speaker
was subjected to numerous rigid quality control inspec-
tions and therefore should be in perfect operating con-
dition. If damage is visible, notify your dealer at once.
[f the speaker was shipped to you, notify the transporta-
tion company. Harman-Kardon will cooperate with you
in such instances, but please notc thal only you can
recover from the carrier for damages incurred during
shipment.

LIMITED WARRANTY and
SERVICE POLICY

We warrant cach speaker to be free from defects in
material and workmanship under normal use and serv-
ice, and in accordance with the conditions sct forth
below. Should a defect occur within the periods speci-
fied, and provided that the unit is returned to cither
HARMAN-KARDON or an authorized HARMAN-
KARDON warranty station, transportation prepaid, and
which our examination shall disclose to our satisfaction
to be defective, we will:

a) For a period of one (1) year from date of pur-
chase either replace or repair and install any defective |
parts of the speaker free of charge.

b) After the first (1st) year and for a period of
five (5) years from date of purchase replace or repair
and install any defective parts charging only for labor.

REGISTRATION

To obtain service under the terms of this policy, it is
necessary for you to retain your ORIGINAL BILL of
SALE. The enclosed registration card will NOT be
considercd proof of purchase. .

~In the event your cquipment requires service during
the warranty period, only presentation of your original
bill of sale to either a factory-authorized repair agency
or the factory, itself, will insurc your rights under the
policy, as outlined in this manual.

EXCEPTIONS

This warranty does not include any obligation as to:

a) Repair or replacement of the wooden enclosure
or the grille cloth duc to damage incurred after initial
delivery. ‘

b) Transportation charges to and from the factory
or an authorized warranty station.

This warranty is not applicable to any instrument
which shall have been repaired or altered in any way
=~ as, in our judgment, to affect its stability or reliability
or has been subject to neglect, misuse, abuse, negli-
gence, or accident; or which has had the scrial number
altered, cflaced or removed. Neither shall this warranty
apply to any instrument which has bcen connected
other than in accordance with instructions furnished
by us.

SERVICE

HARMAN-KARDON has a special customer service
division to answer all questions pertinent to the instal-
lation and operation of your unit. Please feel free to
write to us at any time and we shall endeaver to offer
prompt and complete advice.

If your problem cannot be resolved through our com-
bined efforts, we may wish to refer you to a local auth-
orized repair agency or we may prefer to authorize the
return of your unit to the factory. In the cvent it must
be returned, an authorization form and proper packing
instructions will be forwarded to you, This authoriza-
tion form, together with the original bill of sale or a
copy, MUST BE RETURNED with your unit.

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHOULD YOUR
UNIT BE SHIPPED TO THE FACTORY WITHOUT
PRIOR AUTHORIZATION,

The duration of implied warranties is 5 years parts,
1 year labor. Our obligation under any warranty, express
or implied, is limited to repair or replacecment of any
unit found to be defective. Under no circumstances shall
we be liable for incidental or consequential damages.
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CONNECTING THE SPEAKERS
FOR STEREO OPERATION

In order to achicve the best sterco performance,
proper speaker positioning is important. The room
diagrams will give you some idea of where the speakers
should be placed with relation to the main seating
area. The speakers should be off the floor 3 or 4 feet
if possible and approximately 9 feet apart. Since all
rooms are different’in size or shape a little experiment-
ing with placement will be worthwhile. You will notice
that rooms 2 and 3 have alternate suggested positions.
As a general guide you should be scated opposite the
speakers for maximum spaciousness and concert hall
cflect. There should never be the impression of two
separated sound sources, ncither should the speakers
be so close to each other that you never experience the
depth and separation of sterco.

If you should require further help in solving a
specific unusual room problem please write and include
a simple drawing of your room layout and it’s dimen-
sions and we will advise you of the best location for
your speakers.

SPEAKER CONNECTIONS

We have provided two types of speaker connections
—the screw type and the phono type for your con-
venience in connecting any model music system to your
speakers.

If your music system has screw typc terminals, use
the screw type terminal strips on the rear of your speak-
ers for connecting them to your unit usmg the follow-
ing procedure:

1. Mecasurc the Iength of speaker cable required to
connect the speaker to the amplifier.

2. Stnp and tin each wirc at the ends of the (2) con-
ductor speaker cable.

3. Connect one cnd of this cable (one wire) to the
(+) output terminal and the other wire to the
(—) terminal of your amplifier., The other end of
this cable should be connected to the appropriate
(+) and (—) terminals on the rear of your
speaker.

4. Repeat the above procedure when connecting your
second speaker to your system.

To conncet your Harman Kardon speakers to an
amplificr using RCA Plug type conncectors the following
procedure should be followed:

1. Remove the Black rubber plug that has been in-
serted into cach of the RCA jacks on the rear of
your Harman Kardon speakers,

2. Plug one end of the speaker cable into the receptacle
on the rear of your left speaker (this is the speaker
on the left as you face the speakers).

3. Plug the other end of the speaker cable into the
LEFT speaker receptacle on the rear of the re-
ceiver.

4. Similarly connect the other speaker cable to your
right speaker.

5. Attach the other end of the speaker cable to the
lCCLp[ddL marked RIGHT on the rear of the
receiver,

6. Your receiver is now connected for stereo operation,

BRILLIANCE CONTROL

Differences in the decor of your home can affect the
texture or brilliance of your Stratophonic speaker. In
order to compensate for these differcnces a “Brilliance”
control has been provided on the rear of the speaker
cabinet.

For a room which has pancled walls, tile floors,
plaster ceilings, thin curtains, <ctc., the brilliance control
should be turned counterclockwise (less brilliance),

For a room which has carpcting, drapes, upholstered
furniture, ete., the control should be turned clockwise
(more brilliance).

If your two spcakers are situated so that onc speaker
is located ncar hcavy drapces, while the other speaker
is located near a hard reflective wall, the adjustment
for each spcaker will be different in order to make them
sound alike.

A few moments spent adjusting this control to your
personal listening preference, will add to the full enjoy-
ment of your music svstem.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

1. Four (4) felt pads have been supplied with your
speaker to protect the finish of the cabinet after it
has been installed. They should be applied to all
four corners on cither the horizontal or vertical
surface, depending on your choice of installation.
The rear pancl nameplate is located directly behind
the “woofer.” In a vertical installation, the woofer,
should be closest to the floor. In a horizontal
installation the woofer should be closest to the
center of the room.
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
