Problem/Symptom

Possible Solution

Unit does not turn on at all

Charge battery, check UNLOCK switch

Unit does not have a good GPS signal

Make sure unit has a clear and
unobstructed view of the sky

Unit does not have songs/movies

Requires loading to SD card

Computer sees unit as “MTP Device”

Change preference in “Settings” menu

Screen is too bright or too dim

Adjust in “Settings” menu or press
rotary wheel on the right side

Volume is too low for navigation
prompts

Adjust volume using rotary wheel
on the right side or adjust volume of
navigation prompts in Volume Mixer

Output level is low or distorted when
