Topic Changing the Standby Mode Via the Front Panel

This technical bulletin provides information on how to manually change the Standby mode of the
No0536 using the Front Panel button on units with V1.17 firmware or later.
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To select a Standby mode:
1. Start with the amplifier’'s power switched off using the rear-panel Power Switch
2. Hold the front-panel Standby button and turn the Power Switch to On.
3. Continue to hold the Standby button until the Status LED flashes rapidly.
4. Release the Standby button.

The amplifier will now be in the Standby Select mode. Each subsequent press of the Standby button
selects the next Standby mode as indicated by the Status LED (see owner’'s manual for more details):

. Rapid red flash: Green mode (default mode; maximum power conservation)
. Rapid blue flash: Power Save mode (moderate power conservation)
. Rapid white flash: Normal mode (minimum power conservation)

To exit the Standby Select mode, press and hold the Standby button or wait approximately ten
seconds until the Standby LED stops rapidly flashing. The amplifier will save your choice and enter
the selected Standby mode. Press the Standby button again to bring the unit out of the standby mode
to operate normally. The Standby mode can also be changed by RS232 Command, the Internal Web
Page, or using a setup.txt file. Please refer to your owner’'s manual for more details on these
methods.
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
